(i) fully registered as Veterinary Surgeon in accordance with legislation in
force in Mauritius; and

(ii) computer literate.

with animal welfare including sterilisation of dogs and cats;

as well as any other seafood products;

inspection, monitoring and auditing of fish processing plants,
fishing/freezer /factory vessels and cold stores; and

Candidates should be medically fit;

Veterinary Officers will be required to work outside normal working
hours, at night, on Saturdays, Sundays and Public Holidays;

Veterinary Officers who have retired in the interest of the Public Service
or on medical grounds will not be considered,;

The employment will be purely on a contract basis; and

The employment on contract will not give the selected candidate any
claim for permanent appointment in the Public Service.
